2.2 MATERIALS

.1 Aluminum Sheet:  ASTM B209M (ASTM B209), manufacturer's standard alloy for finish required, with temper to suit forming operations; 2 mm (12 ga) thick; mill finish.

.2 Die-Cast Aluminum:  ASTM B85/B85M, AA No. (ANSI) A360.0.

2.3 ALUMINUM DRAINS

.1 Spun Aluminum Value Drain:  Spun aluminum bowl and flange with vandalproof screw-down and cast aluminum strainer, [TPO flange].

(a) Size:  To fit [50 mm (2 inches)] [75 mm (3 inches)] [100 mm (4 inches)] drain size.

(b) Extension pipe length 12 inches.

2.4 ACCESSORIES

.1 Blue Drain Seal™:  Proprietary seal between male and female connection pipes, size [75 mm (3 inches)] [100 mm (4 inches)] [125 mm (5 inches)] [150 mm (6 inches)].

(c) Blue Drain Seal Screwdriver:  600 mm (24 inch) long.
